has been added in accordance with testing procedures.
3. The heating element P7E is 3⁄4" nominal diameter copper tubing with unpainted aluminum 

fi ns 2" x 21⁄2"  x .010", 51.8 fi ns per foot.
4. The heating element P5E is 1⁄2" nominal diameter copper tubing with unpainted aluminum 

fi ns 21⁄8" x 21⁄8"  x .008", 55.5 - 57.1 fi ns per foot.

5. If the calculated water fl ow rate through a baseboard unit in a completely designed hot 
water heating system is greater than the standard fl ow rate (500 lb/hr), the rating of that unit 
may be increased by multiplying the standard rating at 500 lb/hr by the factor shown for the 
calculated fl ow rate.

6. Ratings at 4 gpm should not be used unless the fl ow rate is known to be equal to or greater 
than 4 gpm. Where the fl ow rate is unknown, rating at 1 gpm 500 lb./hr. must be used.
